Established in 1993 when two men, Andy Smith (Barracuda Fish) meet Joel Fishe (Papa Fish) on RAGBRAI.  On that ride the two became friends and decided that they should ride together again the following year.  More people joined in and the rest they say, is history. 
Since Papa Fish was the backbone of the original team members, It was easy to come up with a team name in honor of his great friendship. TEAM FISH was born.  There is an acronym for FISH; but you will have to ask one of the team members as to what it means. 
As with all teams, membership numbers fluctuate over the years.  We started out with 2 guys and somewhere along the way we had as many as 39.  We expect more people joining the ranks as we become more and more organized. 
Our living quarters over the years have been tents, cars, pickups, vans, open trailers, enclosed trailers and finally a 1986 school bus. It keeps getting better and better. 
Papa Fish rode his last RAGBRAI in 1998 as his fins (knees) where getting too old.  But his legacy lives on as younger generations climb aboard and experience the world of cross country biking and a little bit of partying.
Our former captain, Rick Backes, still rides on Ragbrai as a self contained bagger.  Our new leadership includes Mike & Kimberly  Frank.  They have now incorporated the team.  Call them if you dare to ride with Team Fish Inc.
